PRE-DIALOGUE LIVE DIALOGUE POST-DIALOGUE
Participating educators receive 45
minutes of pedagogical materials 
 to introduce students to the global

challenge, related SDGs and the
world leaders. 

Students can submit and upvote
questions and a few get the chance

to moderate segments of the live
dialogues.

Moderated by Professor Sachs,
young people engage with world
leaders and UN officials during a

60 minute online dialogue. 

Each session will focus on one
global challenge and related

SDGs, 2 key discussion questions
and focus on how young people

can become changemakers. 

Participating educators receive
45 minutes of pedagogical

materials to develop a follow-up
dialogue with their students. 

The focus will be on students’ key
takeaways and suggested

activities to inspire action in their
schools, homes and communities

for the SDGs.
